Every year, Conservation Officers check for anglers who are in
possession of illegal bait. In Ontario, it is illegal to possess or use
invasive species such as goby, ruffe and rudd as bait.

Crayfish can only be used in the waterbody in which they were
caught and they cannot be transported overland.

The increasing spread of invasive species poses a serious threat
to all aspects of our sport fishery, including the economy, local
ecology and the spread of disease to fish and wildlife which may

impact on human health.

Itis the angler’s responsibility to know what species may be used
as legal bait. A list of legal bait is included in this summary.
